This was all
far more effective than promotions we have run in the past, so we will be using this as a model for next
year.

Our partnership with Woodridge Park District where we go to Woodridge park locations and hold

different story times continues to go well. Our most recent story time in the park had 48 attendees.
Also, our live music Sundays are back, and the folk music program was a success with 63 attendees.
